2 Corinthians 2:14 “Now thanks be unto God, which always 
causes us to triumph in Christ, and makes manifest the sa-
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vour of his knowledge by us in every place.” 

 
Luke 10:17-20 ―17 Then the seventy returned with joy, 
saying, “Lord, even the demons are subject to us in Your 

name.” 18 And He said to them, ―I saw Satan fall like lightning 
from heaven. 19 Behold, I give you the authority to trample 

on serpents and scorpions, and over all the power of the 
enemy, and nothing shall by any means hurt you. 20 Never-

Triumph is the perception and feeling of great happiness resulting from 
a major achievement. It also means the act and condition of being vic-

torious. To triumph, succeed, win and prosper is the promised of God. It 
is within you to let it be or not. It is your choice to appropriate it and 
make it real or not. Choose not to fail in the midst of gracious opportu-

nities in God. There is no kingdom regard for anyone who chooses to 
triumph by any means that undermines the integrity, authority and au-

thenticity of God’s Word in their life. 
 
I have come also to know that when people succeed or fail they talk 

about it. I find that some Christians in wanting not to stand out in  
Faith, in order to be accepted and to avoid being seen as wanting to be 

―holier than thou‖, - would rather speak about the negative in their 
lives. When the world says, I’m broke, I’m ill, times are hard – choose 
to speak forth what the Word of God says instead. Choose to achieve 

and succeed in life and hereby do compel all to achieve and succeed be-
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cause our God is an achiever. It is a fact that in cause of life there 

may be times of challenges, but the truth of life is that your triumph in 
every place is the promise of God to all according the holy writ of 2 
Corinthians 2:14, 1 Corinthians 15:57 and Matthew 28:20b. 

 
Jesus gave a command and not advice for great achievement and suc-

cess. He promised to be there until we surely triumph. We see it 
in the scriptures that as the disciples – which also we are by His grace 
– who later become apostles, as they walk in obedience, they achieve 

triumphantly and victoriously. The Lord was with them in every place, 
where they went, working with them and accompanying their doings 

with miraculous signs - (Isaiah 1:19; Mark 16:15-20).They triumph 
in every place, be it in private or public, good times and challenging 
time, in and out of prison. Similar scenario we can found in God’s 

promised to Joshua of Old as he leads the children of Israel in all their 
life battles to the Promised Land. Joshua 1:1-4 ―. . . the LORD spoke 

unto Joshua the son of Nun, Moses' minister, saying . . . now therefore 
arise, go over this Jordan, thou, and all this people, unto the land 
which I do give to them, even to the children of Israel. . . Every place 

that the sole of your foot shall tread upon, that have I given 
unto you . . . From the wilderness and this Lebanon even unto the 

great river, the river Euphrates, all the land of the Hittites, and unto 
the great sea toward the going down of the sun, shall be your coast.‖ 
It was this kind of knowledge that apostle Paul, writing to the Corinthi-

ans Church in 2 Corinthians 2:14, indicated. That TRIUMPH in EVE-
RY PLACE is God’s intention in Christ Jesus for All. Apostle Peter said 

the same in Acts 10:34-36 “. . . In truth I perceive that God 
shows no partiality. 35 But in every nation whoever fears Him 

and works righteousness is accepted by Him. 36 The word which 
God sent to the children of Israel, preaching peace through Jesus 
Christ, He is Lord of all”.  

 
When you gave your life to our Lord Jesus Christ, a new DNA default 

was implanted or engrafted into you – hence you are called a new cre-
ation – 2 Corinthian 5:17; Galatians 6:14-15. The old life default of 
defeat, failure and regret consciousness, setback mentality and such 

like was completely washed and cleansed away and a new default of 
triumph, victory, success and such like was then downloaded and 

transferred into your triune being – 1Thesselonians 5:23; Colos-
sians 1:13-14; Ephesians 1:7-8. I challenge you to consistently run 
the TRIUMPH in EVERY PLACE browser as your DEFAULT in every 

aspect of your life. By doing this, you triumph over all that you set 
your feet on, just like Joshua in Joshua 1:3-4. You activate your 

FAITH in order to become an ACHIEVER, creating an opportunity and 
avenue of greatness by the act of enacting a triumph default con-
sciousness. Triumph need not be a wish but a deliberate resolu-

tion and defined plan, purpose and pursuit of God from when 
Adam fell until Christ came for all mankind. Triumph is not a wish 

but a designed and arranged plan of God for you. But if you are going 
about browsing failure, defeat, pity, complain, murmuring, nagging, 
setbacks and such like, you can’t live triumphantly. 
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Beloved, do you live in the consciousness of being a victor, a winner, 

and a success. Do you live in the consciousness of yesterday’s fail-
ures, mistakes, defeat, setbacks and as being an under achiever? Are 
your conscious acts in all respects as a result of God’s sayings and 

words or of other sources? Is God’s word your default browser or is it 
the media – television newscast, newspapers publications, internet 

complexities, family traditions, society norms and self-belief your de-
fault. Is it your spouse, parents or children or friends whose browser 
is your default? 

Until one makes God’s word a conscious default browser in their daily 
life, TRIUMPH in every place will be eluded. It is a choice to live all 

your life complaining, murmuring and blaming people and circum-
stances for your limitations. It is also a choice to arise in grace and 
faith and shine in the awesome, amazing and majestic beauty of the 

glorious plan of God for you to triumph every day in everyplace as in-
scribed and ascribed in Jeremiah 17:12 ―A glorious high throne from 

the beginning is the place of our sanctuary.‖ and Jeremiah 29:11 - “ 
For I know the thoughts that I think toward you, says the LORD, 
thoughts of peace and not of evil, to give you a future and a hope.” 

 

Triumph In Every Place - Is In Your DNA In CHRIST 
 
2 Corinthian 5:17 ―Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a 

new creature: old things are passed away; behold, all 
things are become new.” 
 

Galatians 6:14-15 ―But God forbid that I should glory, save in 
the cross of our Lord Jesus Christ, by whom the world is cruci-

fied unto me, and I unto the world. For in Christ Jesus nei-
ther circumcision availeth any thing, nor uncircumcision, 
but a new creature.” 

 
2 Corinthians 1:1 “Paul, an apostle of Jesus Christ by the 

will of God, and Timothy our brother, unto the church of God 
which is at Corinth, with all the saints which are in all Achaia:‖ 
 

The word – DNA – speaks of genetics, and is defined as 
―Deoxyribonucleic Acid. This is the main constituent or component 

of the chromosomes of all organisms, and is the material that trans-
fers genetic characteristics in all life forms - like for like‖. 

People will make comments like – I am acting or behaving in this way 
because it’s in my blood or DNA and it runs in the family. Meaning if 
one is poor, the likelihood is that all will be poor or good percentage 

are going to be poor in the family no matter how much they try to 
make a difference. If one died young or through a mysterious or dead-

ly disease, by car accident that all may likely die in the same ways as 
it runs in the family. This kind of notion becomes a great worry when 
you hear a supposedly redeemed born again child of God making simi-

lar statements when they are in crisis or facing some challenges. 
 

Beloved, it is irrelevant whether or not you have a family history of 
divorce, cancerous diseases, childlessness, late marriages, poverty, 
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never-do-well and many such likes, the day you gave your life to Jesus, 

a new you for a new dawn was born and began to come to be. The 
scriptures say in 2 Corinthians 5:17 and Galatians 6:14-15 and 2 
Corinthians 2:14 that if any man comes to Christ, such becomes a 

new personality, the old personality and Adamic family history is gone, 
a new you is in Christ Jesus. There is a spiritual exchange which takes 

place as a result of that simple act of being born of God. It is for this 
that in the epistles writings that the apostles for example will start in 
their writings in a particular manner as shown in 2 Corinthians 1:1 

and Colossians 1:1 and Ephesians 1:1 and Philippians 1:1 and 1 
Peter 1:1 and James 1:1 and Jude 1 etc. That is, identifying the 

place in God  by using the phrase „of Christ‟ or „of Jesus‟ or „of Je-
sus Christ‟. The use of the word “of” indicates a new DNA as the de-
fault at work in their life - Jesus Christ. Hence they were assured and 

insured to have triumph in life and ministry and don't need any special 
pilgrimage because is of faith in their spirit by the Holy Spirit through 

God’s Word. This help to indicate why the apostles did not reckon their 
knowledge of Christ - humanly - as most people would have loved to 
do religiously as indicated in – 2 Corinthians 5:16. 

 
“Wherefore henceforth know we no man after the flesh: yea, 

though we have known Christ after the flesh, yet now hence-
forth know we him no more.” 
 

In the same spirit as that of the apostles, I want you to know that by 
coming into the beloved family of God, your life was redeemed, trans-

lated and transformed into the image of Christ in order to triumph in 
every place – the valleys, mountains, hills, crooked roads and rough 

places of life - (Galatians 3:13-14; Colossians 1:13-14; Isaiah 
40:3-5). Now that you are born of God, you have a new identity and 
the power to put an end to the enemy’s intended plan in your life and 

family. You need to devolve yourself of the past and develop a new con-
sciousness of triumph mentality as a transformed child of God. You 

need to renew your mind as indicated in the scripture: 
 

Romans 12:1-2 ―I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the mer-

cies of God, that ye present your bodies a living sacrifice, holy, 
acceptable unto God, which is your reasonable service. And be 

not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by the 
renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what is that 
good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of God.”  

 
You have to reprogram your life’s browser into a new default by the 

word of God. Your FAITH on your new DNA determines your triumph in 
life as it says in 1 John 5:4-5 ―For whatsoever is born of God over-
cometh the world: and this is the victory that overcometh the 

world, even our FAITH. Who is he that OVERCOMETH the world, but 
he that BELIEVETH that Jesus is the Son of God”. 

 
In God’s browser, the default enables you to triumph, live victoriously 
and overcome in challenges no matter how tense the matter may be. I 

believe that you can end that family history of setback, fear, limitations, 
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abuse, divorce, poverty and laziness and such likes, by inclining to 

God’s default browser which enables you to win and triumph in every 
place in life. For you can now do all things through Christ – DNA de-
fault – that strengthens you – Philippians 4:13. For your DNA of 

triumph is as a result of the done deed in the blood of the 
Lamb – Lord Christ Jesus - Amen. 

 

Triumph In Your Triune Being – spirit, soul & body 
 

1 Thessalonians 5:23 “Now may the God of peace Himself 
sanctify you completely; and may your whole spirit, soul, 

and body be preserved blameless at the coming of our Lord 
Jesus Christ.‖ 

 
Hebrews 4:12-13 “For the word of God is living and power-
ful, and sharper than any two-edged sword, piercing even to 

the division of soul and spirit, and of joints and marrow, 
and is a discerner of the thoughts and intents of the 

heart. 13 And there is no creature hidden from His sight, but 
all things are naked and open to the eyes of Him to whom we 
must give account.‖ 

 
The scriptures above remind us that man is a tripartite being - mean-

ing he is a spirit being, has a soul and lives in a body. The good Lord 
wants you to triumph totally, wholly and completely in your being - 
spirit, soul and body - that is, being blamelessly preserved awaiting 

the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ, amen. It’s not of God that you 
are doing very well in your spirit but dying in your body and insane in 

your mind, that is the faculty of reasoning and intellect in your soul. 
Herein are some guidelines to triumphing in your tripartite being: 
 

 Triumphing in your spirit: 

 

Our spirit is our link of breath and life in the Holy Spirit to God by the 
Word of God. Hence, when our spirit is disturbed we are traumatised 

as in the following scriptures: 
 

Job 32:8 “But there is a spirit in man, and the breath of the 

Almighty gives him understanding. 
 

Job 33:4 “The Spirit of God has made me, and the breath of 
the Almighty gives me life.‖ 
 

John 4:24 ―God is a Spirit: and they that worship him must 
worship him in spirit and in truth.‖ 

 
Proverbs 18:14 “The spirit of a man will sustain him in sick-
ness (Infirmity), but who can bear a broken spirit?‖ 

 
Prov. 20:27 ―The spirit of man is the candle of the Lord, 

searching the inward parts of the belly‖  
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When we were saved, we were born again in our spirit, but our soul and 
body remained more or less unchanged. Our spirit was reborn into New 
Kingdom and life of God – ZOE (Greek); to function and triumph effec-

tively in that realm, we would need to be mature and grow up in the 
way that the word directs us to. Since God is a Spirit, we can only con-

tact Him with our Spirits - John 4:21-24. Hence, there is the need for 
our spiritual growth and development in order to live a triumphant life 
in every place. One can’t afford to remain a babe and an apparent nov-

ice in spiritual things. See these scriptures for more references- John 
3:1-8, 7:37-39, Rom. 2:28-29, 1 Cor. 14:14-18, Jn. 4:21-24. Now 

I want you to start thinking of yourself in a new light. Don’t think so 
yourself as just a physical being. Think of yourself as a spiritual being 
that possesses a soul and lives in a body. 

 
Man’s spirit is that part of him that contacts God. He is in the same 

class with God because God is a Spirit and God made man to fellowship 
with Him as a little god. See John 4:22-24; John 10:34-35 and 
Psalm 82:6. Man is a threefold being; the Bible teaches that man is a 

spirit, he has a soul and lives in a body – 1 Thess. 5:23. Through the 
spirit, we are able to contact spiritual things as Prov. 20:27. We can-

not touch God physically, He is a spirit being and we cannot communi-
cate with God mentally, but we can reach Him with our spirit through 
worship. – Jn. 4:21-24, Philippians 3:3. 

 
 Triumphing in your soul: 

 
1 Thessalonians 5:23 “23 Now may the God of peace Himself 

sanctify you completely; and may your whole spirit, soul, and 
body be preserved blameless at the coming of our Lord Jesus 
Christ.‖ 

 
Romans 12:1-2 “I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the 

mercies of God, that ye present your bodies a living sacrifice, ho-
ly, acceptable unto God, which is your reasonable service. 2And 
be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by the 

renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, 
and acceptable, and perfect, will of God.‖ 

 
1 Pet. 1:22 “Seeing ye have purified your souls in obeying 
the truth through the Spirit unto unfeigned love of the 

brethren, see that ye love one another with a pure heart fer-
vently:‖ 

 

Eph. 4:17-25 “This I say therefore, and testify in the Lord, that 

ye henceforth walk not as other Gentiles walk, in the vanity 

of their mind, 18Having the understanding darkened, being al-

ienated from the life of God through the ignorance that is in 

them, because of the blindness of their heart:  19Who being past 

feeling have given themselves over unto lasciviousness, to work 
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all uncleanness with greediness.  20But ye have not so learned 

Christ; 21If so be that ye have heard him, and have been 

taught by him, as the truth is in Jesus:  22That ye put off con-

cerning the former conversation the old man, which is corrupt 

according to the deceitful lusts;  23And be renewed in the 

spirit of your mind;  24And that ye put on the new man, which 

after God is created in righteousness and true holi-

ness.  25Wherefore putting away lying, speak every man truth 

with his neighbour: for we are members one of another‖. 

 

A human soul consists of his will, emotions and mind. Looking more 
closely now on how to triumph in the Human Soul, the scriptures pro-

vide for us every avenue on how to triumph wholly and completely. As 
it was stated earlier, the Human Soul is the seat of intellect. It has 

to do with man’s sensibilities and will. It is the part of man that rea-
sons and thinks. This is not ―Soul travel‖ or ―mind reading‖ as in Grail 
message or ECK, Rosicrucian order, Magicians or any other agents of 

darkness. 
 

The Scriptures say ―And be not conformed to this world but be ye 
transformed by the renewing of your mind, that ye prove what is that 
good and acceptable and perfect will of God‖! – Rom. 12:2. Man is a 

tripartite (tri-une) or three fold being, the Bible teaches that man is a 
spirit, he has a soul and he lives in a body – 1 Thess. 5:23. Through 

the human spirit we are able to contact spiritual things - Prov. 
20:27 ―The spirit of man is the candle of the Lord, searching the in-
ward parts of the belly‖. Through the human body we contact the 

physical things that are all around us. Through the human soul we 
contact the mental things or intellectual things. This is the part we are 

dealing with in this study. It is the soul that reasons and thinks. 
  
In Romans 12:2, Paul writing to the believers, made it clear that the 

Christian concerned needed to do something about his mind. In verse 
1, He says the Christians need to do something about their bodies. 

The reason why this is so, is because the body and the soul 
have not been Born Again at the time of being saved in Christ 
Jesus. It is only the spirit man that is transformed at the new birth. 

The moment you are born again the greatest need is for you as a new 
creature to begin to renew your mind or your thinking so that this 

lines up with the Word of God. 
  
Looking at our text properly, we notice the last part says Renewing 

(present tense continuous) your mind will enable you to prove what is 
that, good and acceptable and perfect will of God. This understanding 

will cause one to triumph in every place of reasoning in making wise 
decisions. If you want to triumph in your human soul, that is, if you 
want to know what is good, then, renew your mind with the Word of 

God. It pays, it doesn’t cost. If you want to know what is acceptable, 
then, renew your mind with the Word of God. If you want to know 

what is the perfect will of God is, it is in the word of God – BIBLE: 
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Blessed Information Bringing Life Eternal. 

 
 Triumphing in your Body: 

 

1 Thessalonians 5:23 “Now may the God of peace Himself 
sanctify you completely; and may your whole spirit, soul, and 

body be preserved blameless at the coming of our Lord Jesus 
Christ.‖ 
 

Romans 12:1-2 “I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the 
mercies of God, that ye present your bodies a living sacri-

fice, holy, acceptable unto God, which is your reasonable service. 
2And be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by 
the renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, 

and acceptable, and perfect, will of God.‖ 
 

Romans 6:6 “knowing this, that our old man was crucified with 
Him, that the body of sin might be done away with, that we 
should no longer be slaves of sin.‖ 

 
Galatians 2:20  ― I have been crucified with Christ; it is no long-

er I who live, but Christ lives in me; and the life which I now 
live in the flesh (body) I live by faith in the Son of God, 
who loved me and gave Himself for me‖ 

 
1 Peter 2:5, 11 “ you also, as living stones, are being built up a 

spiritual house, a holy priesthood, to offer up spiritual sacrifices 
acceptable to God through Jesus Christ . . . 11 Beloved, I beg 

you as sojourners and pilgrims, abstain from fleshly lusts 
which war against the soul‖ 
 

1 Corinthians 6:20 “ For you were bought at a price; therefore 
glorify God in your body and in your spirit, which are God’s‖ 

 
The human body is the outward man, the physical house in which the 
real man lives ―I beseech you therefore, brethren by the mercies of 

God, that you present your bodies a living sacrifice, holy acceptable un-
to God, which is your reasonable service‖ - Rom. 12:1 Apostle Paul 

was talking to the Brethren at Rome, not unbelieving, for he said I be-
seech you therefore, Brethren - beloved of God as saints - Rom. 1:7. 
He said that there should be need for us to do something with our bod-

ies, to present our bodies a living sacrifice. Apostle Paul is saying that 
we have to do something with our bodies and not God. Indeed, we have 

to do something with our bodies by ourselves as the caretaker of the 
house. We ourselves must present our bodies as a ―living sacrifice, holy 
acceptable unto God, which is your reasonable service‖, another Bible 

translation said, ―Which is our Spirit service.‖  
 

There are those who say, ―Well, it doesn’t make any difference about 
the body or what it does. This old body isn’t going to heaven anyhow‖. 
But it does make a difference to God what we do with our bodies. He 

wants transfigured and triumphant bodies, He wants us to present our 
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bodies a living sacrifice which is our reasonable service’ Apostle Paul 

said, ―Therefore if any man is in Christ, he is a new creature: old 
things are passed away; behold, all things have become new‖ – 2 
Cor. 5:17, 1 Cor. 6:20. This new man that we have become in Christ 

should dominate our thinking processes and should dominate our body 
for triumph. Yet many who are born again and even filled with the Ho-

ly Spirit per se are still baby Christians and have not developed spirit-
ually. The Corinthian Church were born again. They had received the 
Holy Spirit and gifts of the spirit were manifested among them, yet 

Apostle Paul reproved them for being baby Christians: He said of 
them: ―Ye come behind in no gift‖ – 1 Cor. 1:7. But still they were 

carnal – 1 Cor. 3:1-23, 5:1-13. (Note: not natural or unregenerated 
sinners). They were baby Christians. However, baby Christians can 
have spiritual gifts as well as the mature Christians, as Paul stated 

here. Spiritual gifts don’t make one a fully developed Christians but 
the fruit does – Galatians 5:22-23. We have to grow. Baby Chris-

tians are the result of their salvation experience and their experience 
of being baptised in the Holy Ghost has not yet affected their bodies 
and their mind. As we mentioned, earlier, the Bible tells that we our-

selves must do something with our mind, ―Present your bodies a living 
sacrifice, holy, acceptable unto God which is our reasonable service‖ – 

Romans 12:1. 
 
When we are born of God and have the Life of God in us, then the Ho-

ly Spirit comes in to fill us and to help us. He is our Helper. He will 
help us to present our bodies to God as a living sacrifice. But expects 

us to do something with our bodies, to present them ―a living sacri-
fice . . .‖ – Rom. 12:1, 1 Cor. 6:20. He expects us to have control 

over our bodies and not let them dominate us. He does not want us to 
be carnal Christians or body ruled Christians. God expected us to do 
as Apostle Paul said in – 1 Cor. 9:27 ―But I keep under my body, and 

bring it into subjection: lest that by any means, when I have preached 
to others, I myself should be a castaway‖.  The choice is ours. We can 

let our bodies continue to dominate us if we want, that body, if we let 
it, will want to go on doing the things it has always done, or we can 
choose to keep our body under control and triumph over the detects 

of the flesh. Our inward man can dominate it and present it to God, a 
living sacrifice. 

 
We can therefore conclude with what Apostle Paul said with the follow-
ing Scriptures: 

―Having therefore, these promises, dearly beloved, let us 
cleanse ourselves from all filthiness of the flesh and spirit, 

perfecting holiness in the fear of God – received us, we have 
wronged no man, we have corrupted no man, we have defraud-
ed no man – I speak not this to condemn you I have said be-

fore, that ye are in our hearts to die and live with you‖ - 2 Cor. 
7:1-3.  

 
1Stand fast therefore in the liberty wherewith Christ hath made 
us free, and be not entangled again with the yoke of bondage . 

. . 13For, brethren, ye have been called unto liberty; only use 
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not liberty for an occasion to the flesh, but by love serve one 

another‖ Galatians 5:1, 13 
 

Triumph Is In Four Dimension: 
 

Luke 2:52 “And Jesus increased in wisdom and stature, and in 

favor with God and men.‖ 
 

Psalm 16:11 “You will show me the path of life; In Your pres-
ence is fullness of joy; At Your right hand are pleasures forever-
more.‖ 

 
3 John 2 “Beloved, I wish above all things that thou mayest 

prosper and be in health, even as thy soul prospereth”. 
 
Isaiah 40:28-31 “Have you not known? Have you not heard? 

The everlasting God, the LORD, The Creator of the ends of the 
earth, neither faints nor is weary. His understanding is unsearch-

able. 29 He gives power to the weak, And to those who have no 
might He increases strength. 30 Even the youths shall faint and 
be weary, and the young men shall utterly fall, 31 But those who 

wait on the LORD Shall renew their strength; They shall mount 
up with wings like eagles, They shall run and not be weary, They 

shall walk and not faint.” 
 
Acts 24:16 “16 And herein do I exercise myself, to have always 

a conscience void to offence toward God, and toward 
men.” 

 
James 1:5 “If any of you lack wisdom, let him ask of God, 
that giveth to all men liberally, and upbraided not; and it shall be 

given him. 6But let him ask in faith, nothing wavering. For he 
that wavereth is like a wave of the sea driven with the wind and 

tossed. 7For let not that man think that he shall receive any thing 
of the Lord.  8A double minded man is unstable in all his ways.” 

 

Luke 2:52 indicates the dimension wherein we can respond to life out-
side our triune being as discussed earlier. This is what I called Christ 

triumph dimension. It is the dimension of increase, to win, to achieve, 
to overcome, to break through and triumph in every place. There are 

four dimensions of life applications drawn from the example of our Lord 
Jesus Christ which is foretaste to us: 
 

 Spiritual – Christ was in favour with God, hence God reaf-
firm He is his beloved Son, in whom he was well pleased, 

hear Him, again and again. Favour of God was always there. 
 
 Social – Christ was in favour with men. He has a social life; 

hence He could reach out to people of all sorts—rich or poor, 
sick or well, fat or slim, tall or short and such like. 
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 Stature – physique - (Physically) – Christ was in strength 

and health. He could move to places on foot before having 
His first Car (The brand new donkey) and cruise boat, he 
could sleep. He was strong in health and physique. 

 
 Mentally – Christ was a man of Wisdom. He was able to 

handle and do life with all kinds of people even the dis-
gusting Pharisees, Sadducees, Philosophers, ill-mannered 
Lawyers, the poor and the rich, the sick, the homeless and 

tempters and such likes. 
 

In light of Psalm 16:11, 3 John 2, Isaiah 40:28-31, Acts 24:16 
and James 1:5, I strongly believe that God wants you to have a fa-
vourable relationship with Him as a path of defining your destiny in 

life. At the same time he wants to see you strengthen physically and 
in health and to do life in the manifold wisdom of His grace towards 

us, in the light of what Jesus has done. He wants us to have tremen-
dous grace in our day to day dealings with people. It’s all yours in 
Him.
