Your Are Redeemed: 

Colossians 1:13-14 ―13Who hath delivered us from the power of 

darkness, and hath translated us into the kingdom of his dear Son: 14 

In whom we have redemption through his blood, even the forgiveness 

of sins.‖ 

 

Ephesians 1:7-8 ―7In whom we have redemption through his blood, 

the forgiveness of sins, according to the riches of his grace; 8Where-

in he hath abounded toward us in all wisdom and prudence.‖ 
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At Eden or Adam, we fell of the grace of God from grace to grass 

they say. But at redemption, we were redeemed in Christ Jesus. We 

are not just redeemed, but redeemed to reign in life and on the earth. 

To reign most importantly and primary over sickness, poverty and 

spiritual death and all the effects that these three elements have to hu-

manity in – family, marriage, business, career, politics, career, leader-

ship, ministry and such like. 

 

In reality, many believers in Christ who ought to be triumphant in 

every place and life achievers are still being subjected by the cun-

ningness and craftiness of the enemy and cohorts thereby living a life 

of complaining, murmuring and complete frustration. Beloved 

achievers in Christ, let me remind and reaffirm to us from the scrip-

tural truths above that we are redeemed to reign in life and on the 

earth – meaning - to predominate, take charge, to govern, to rule, to 

prevail, to triumph, to achieve, to bring under control, to lead in every 

phase of our life challenges no matter what and how long it takes. 

You must consummate your thought life and being of who you are in 

Christ even as Abraham, calling those things that were not as though 

they were until the manifestation and reality came to be. 

 

 Romans 4:17-21 “17 (as it is written, ―I have made you a father of 

many nations‖) in the presence of Him whom he believed—God, who 

gives life to the dead and calls those things which do not exist as 

though they did; 18 who, contrary to hope, in hope believed, so that 

he became the father of many nations, according to what was spo-

ken, ―So shall your descendants be.‖ 19 And not being weak in faith, 

he did not consider his own body, already dead (since he was about a 

hundred years old), and the deadness of Sarah‘s womb. 20 He did not 

waver at the promise of God through unbelief, but was strengthened 

in faith, giving glory to God, 21 and being fully convinced that what 

He had promised He was also able to perform.‖ 

To Envision is to imagine possible, conceive of, see of one’s mind, en-

visage, ideate, picture to oneself, visualize, figure, image, see etc. of 

the plan, purpose, and pursuit of God in your life to succeed, triumph, 

overcome, win and achieve the desire greatness of God in you. 

  

To envision is not about seeing visions, but the ability to perceive pos-

sibilities in the light of God’s word in all that concerns you and pertain-

ing to life and godliness. Understanding how to envision will help one 

Envision To Reign: 
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to august (to be inspired, to make grand, to make noble, to make hon-

ourable and to make admirable) one’s life in order to reign over all 

circumstances. 

 

Proverb 21:16 "16 A man who wanders from the way of understand-

ing Will rest in the assembly of the dead (forgotten)." 

 

Proverb 13:15 "15Good understanding giveth favour: but the way of 

transgressors is hard (difficult)." 

 

More importantly your inability to envision will not only cost you 

dearly, but will make and reduce you into a mere murmurer, com-

plainer, bye-word and a proverb as in Ecclesiastes 10:6-7: 

 

"6 Folly is set in great dignity, While the rich (*) sit in a lowly place. 
7 I have seen servants on horses, While princes (**) walk on the 

ground like servants." 

 

(* 2 Cor. 8:9; Eph. 1:7;, 2:4, 7; 3:8; Phil 4;19; Col 1;27; 2:2) (** 

Rev. 1:5-6; 5:9-12) 

 

It’s a choice to be rich in Christ and yet have no impact in the world 

around you. It is also your choice to have all your shoes of faith worn 

out even though you are a prince, much more a redeemed king. 

Living Epistles: 

a). The Blind Man of Bethsaida: 

 

Mark 8:22-26: "22 Then He came to Bethsaida; and they brought a 

blind man to Him, and begged Him to touch him. 23 So He took the 

blind man by the hand and led him out of the town. And when He had 

spit on his eyes and put His hands on him, He asked him if he saw an-

ything. 24 And he looked up and said, ―I see men like trees, walking.‖ 
25 Then He put His hands on his eyes again and made him look up. 

And he was restored and saw everyone clearly. 26 Then He sent him 

away to his house, saying, ―Neither go into the town, nor tell anyone 

in the town.‖ 

 

When Jesus spit into the blind man eye that he may see (envision) his 

sight to greatness, the man failed the first test when Jesus asked him 

what do you see (envision). He said he saw men like trees walking. 
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That's how some people in the kingdom are today. They can see fully 

the television programmes of life but can't envision or perceive the 

light of the scripture in their life, hence can't achieve, win and tri-

umph nor reign in life by the scripture in most of their life battles. 

Thank God for Jesus, in that He gave the man another opportunity. 

He needed to do it again for the blind man to see (envision) his life 

clearly in the light of His presence. He can touch you again, if you 

can call on him now. 

If you are in this state today, this month’s theme is made or assigned 

for you as a wakeup call for you to arise and envision so that both you 

and those that you care about and could have affected positively can 

now begin to experience the glorious changes needed to reign in life 

by the act of – Envisioning. 

 

b). Prophet Jeremiah: 

 

Jeremiah 1:4-12 ―4 Then the word of the LORD came to me, saying: 

5 ― Before I formed you in the womb I knew you; Before you were 

born I sanctified you; I ordained you a prophet to the nations.‖ 6 

Then said I: ―Ah, Lord GOD! Behold, I cannot speak, for I am a 

youth.‖ 7 But the LORD said to me: ―Do not say, ‗I am a youth,‘ For 

you shall go to all to whom I send you, And whatever I command you, 

you shall speak. 8 Do not be afraid of their faces, For I am with you 

to deliver you,‖ says the LORD. 9 Then the LORD put forth His hand 

and touched my mouth, and the LORD said to me: ―Behold, I have 

put My words in your mouth. 10 See, I have this day set you over the 

nations and over the kingdoms, To root out and to pull down, To de-

stroy and to throw down, To build and to plant.‖ 11 Moreover the 

word of the LORD came to me, saying, ―Jeremiah, what do you 

see?‖ And I said, ―I see a branch of an almond tree.‖ 12 Then the 

LORD said to me, ―You have seen well, for I am ready to perform My 

word.‖ 

 

Jeremiah was limiting himself in Jeremiah 1:6. He claimed to be a 

novice in spiritual leadership and probably in things that pertain to 

life and godliness in the kingdom. However, in Jeremiah 1:7-10, the 

Lord spoke into him the words of grace and the need to see 

(envision). But to authenticate the words of grace (as we are privi-

leged to have the bible today), the Lord God asked him a question 

in Jeremiah 1:11-12 "What do you see". In other words, what do 

you envision.  
 

The Lord knows that his power to see (envision) will grant him in-

42nd GENERATION FOUNDATION: Achievers’ FAITH Digest - Monthly TEACHING Newsletter - August 2011 



sight and foresight in all that pertains to God's plan, purpose and pur-

suit for him to reign and achieve in life as he did became eventually, as 

one of the major Prophets of the bible days. The envision answers to 

the Lords quest to him was a turning point in his life from the fear and 

from being an obscure man into a glorious position God’s original in-

tention for him and for all - Jeremiah 17:12 "12 A glorious high 

throne from the beginning is the place of our sanctuary". 

 

c). Abraham! – Father of Faith: 

 

Genesis 13:14-18 ―14 And the LORD said to Abram, after Lot had sep-

arated from him: ―Lift your eyes now and look from the place where 

you are—northward, southward, eastward, and westward; 15 for all 

the land which you see I give to you and your descendants forever. 16 

And I will make your descendants as the dust of the earth; so that if a 

man could number the dust of the earth, then your descendants also 

could be numbered. 17 Arise, walk in the land through its length and its 

width, for I give it to you.‖ 18 Then Abram moved his tent, and went 

and dwelt by the terebinth trees of Mamre which are in Hebron, and 

built an altar there to the LORD.‖ 

 

To have a business enterprise and watch your competitors take all the 

good looking opportunities before you, will require an envisioning life 

to make a hedge way in life. This was the state of Abraham when he 

and his cousin - Mr Lot - who had brought him a lot of problems left in 

separate ways due to business uprising among employees of both par-

ties. 

 

It was in the course of this disarray and confusion in decision making 

that the good Lord brought before the father of faith, as we call him - 

Abraham in Genesis 13:14-18 the pathway to greatness and to reign in 

life. The Lord God said to Abraham that as far as he could see 

(envision) so could he possess for an inheritance - Genesis 13:15.  

 

What more can I say about Abraham. He began life again and reign 

over all limitations as in the Scriptures. The scripture makes it very 

clear in Galatians 3:14-14, 26-28 and in many other scriptures that we 

share in Abrahamic blessings. But if you can’t envision it, it will be an 

illusion. 

 

d). Apostle Paul: 

 

Acts 26:13-19 “13 at midday, O king, along the road I saw a light 
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from heaven, brighter than the sun, shining around me and those 

who journeyed with me. 14 And when we all had fallen to the ground, 

I heard a voice speaking to me and saying in the Hebrew language, 

‗Saul, Saul, why are you persecuting Me? It is hard for you to kick 

against the goads.‘ 15 So I said, ‗Who are You, Lord?‘ And He said, ‗I 

am Jesus, whom you are persecuting. 16 But rise and stand on your 

feet; for I have appeared to you for this purpose, to make you a minis-

ter and a witness both of the things which you have seen and of the 

things which I will yet reveal to you. 17 I will deliver you from the 

Jewish people, as well as from the Gentiles, to whom I now send you, 

18 to open their eyes, in order to turn them from darkness to light, 

and from the power of Satan to God, that they may receive for-

giveness of sins and an inheritance among those who are sanctified 

by faith in Me.‘” 

 

The great Apostle Paul, who wrote more than half of the New Testa-

ment could not have become what he became except by what he saw 

(envisioned). He saw (envision) in a midday when all things could be 

seen something’s beyond the ordinary flesh and blood or the natural.  

 

He envisioned beyond the natural even though he was a very well 

taught and learned man. It is that sort of atmosphere that made him 

reign in life to fulfil all about God that concerns him. He saw 

(envisioned) the Son of God (the true light of the World) and not the 

Sun (limited natural light of the world) shown around him. 

 

Until you begin to envision the plan, purpose and pursuit of God for 

your life, your destiny to reign in life is not fully insured, assured and 

secured. 

 

e) Prophet Isaiah: 

 

Isaiah 6:1-9 ―1 In the year that King Uzziah died, I saw the Lord sit-

ting on a throne, high and lifted up, and the train of His robe filled the 

temple. 2 Above it stood seraphim; each one had six wings: with two 

he covered his face, with two he covered his feet, and with two he 

flew. 3 And one cried to another and said: ―Holy, holy, holy is the 

LORD of hosts; The whole earth is full of His glory!‖ 4 And the posts 

of the door were shaken by the voice of him who cried out, and the 

house was filled with smoke. 5 So I said: ―Woe is me, for I am un-

done! Because I am a man of unclean lips, And I dwell in the midst of 

a people of unclean lips; For my eyes have seen the King, The LORD 

of hosts.‖ 6 Then one of the seraphim flew to me, having in his hand a 
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live coal which he had taken with the tongs from the altar. 7 And he 

touched my mouth with it, and said: ―Behold, this has touched your 

lips; your iniquity is taken away, And your sin purged.‖ 8 Also I heard 

the voice of the Lord, saying: ―Whom shall I send, And who will go for 

Us?‖ Then I said, ―Here am I! Send me.‖ 9 And He said, ―Go, and tell 

this people: ‗Keep on hearing, but do not understand; Keep on seeing, 

but do not perceive.‖ 

 

Until prophet Isaiah - King Uzziah - died (Isaiah 6:1-9), he could not 

see (envision) the glorious positioning of his life and ministry. When 

the flesh died out of him, Isaiah for the first time saw (envisioned) the 

fullness of His destiny in God. Before chapter six (6) he was in the 

pocket of his king and God was absent. There are many so called be-

lievers in Christ who are like Isaiah before chapter six (6) in the 

Church today whose destiny is only tied to their job or worldly posses-

sion and position. Outside that, God is not a major decision of their life. 

They are strangers to reigning in life by the scripture. They reign by 

their job or business or other means of wellbeing and livelihood and the 

media. But I know that when Isaiah saw (envisioned) the Lord, every-

thing about him changed to ensure he reigned in life by the scriptures. 

The rest is history today! 

 

There is hope for you today for the potter's second touch that you may 

picture (envision) clearly, the path of life for you and you alone to reign 

in life. For a clear cut envision of and in life will help you do life with-

out stress, sweat, and pain. 

Romans 5:17 "17 For if by the one man‘s offense death reigned through 

the one, much more those who receive abundance of grace and of the 

gift of righteousness will REIGN in life through the One, Jesus 

Christ.)" 
 

Beloved Achiever, there is an abundance of grace and the gift of life 

that God has made available for you to reign in life. Our place is to en-

vision the possibility by appropriating it in the light of the Scriptures.  

 

You are redeemed to reign over the challenges of the battles that come 

over you not to be swallowed up or overwhelmed by them. Surely trials 

and troubles will come but we are more than conquerors through him 

that loves us and redeemed us by His blood. When you are living life 

by the envisioning of the Scriptures, you are insured and assured of di-

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vine breakthroughs and breaking-forth.
